DEPARTURE TIMES

Please note that, for this trip, you will have to find transportation on your own to reach Hoboken
Terminal well before 9:45 am that Saturday. The easiest way to reach Hoboken Terminal from
New York City would be to take PATH:; direct trains operate on Saturdays from 33™ Street, but
there is no direct service from World Trade Center. The NJ Transit #126 bus provides service to
Hoboken Terminal from the Port Authority Bus Terminal.

Each attendee is responsible for being at the departure point(s) several minutes prior to the scheduled
departure time. With regard to the initial departure times, you should be aware that numerous g.0.’s are
frequently in effect on the subways almost every weekend and these may delay your normal trip from
your home or connection to the trip departure point.
